Millions of landmines and cluster bombs lie in fields and villages, on roads and paths in over 80 countries including Afghanistan, Angola, Bosnia, Cambodia, Vietnam and Iraq. The presence of landmines is a major threat to lives and a hindrance to reconstruction and development in post-conflict societies.  150 countries have signed the Mine Ban Treaty, however there is much to be done.  Anti-vehicle mines are not covered under the Mine Ban Treaty, yet indiscriminately kill and maim civilians like anti-personnel mines do.  The Australian Government has been funding de-mining operations overseas, but has not committed any further funding beyond 2005.
