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Details of your personal and professional life since completing your scholarship:

Graduated Melbourne: B Sc 1958,  M Sc 1960, Ph D 1965, D. Sc 1997.  Following my PhD I was a research associate at the University of Illinois (1964-66), and at Yale University (1966-68), in the field of photonuclear reaction.  I returned to Melbourne in 1969 as a senior lecturer, and undertook research using the 35 MeV betatron.  To overcome the limitations of the research facilities at Melbourne, I initiated collaborations at several overseas laboratories (Los Alamos, Livermore in USA, Univ. of  Saskatchewan (Canada), Tohoku University (Japan) and Lund University (Sweden).  I have been fortunate to supervise some 30 post-graduate research students, and have published more than 90 research papers. My applied research has involved: A total-body protein measuring system, now in use at Monash Medical Centre, an apparatus to quality control small-arms ammunition for ADI, and a Parcel Bomb detector, capable of identifying <100 gram of explosive.  I am currently retired as Assoc. Prof. and Senior Fellow of the School of Physics.  I married once and divorced once.

What the Daffyd Lewis Trust Scholarship meant to you:

In 1955, with no possibility of paying the fees to undertake a BSc course at THE University, the only avenue to enter university was as a trainee teacher under a studentship.
