 I presented today for a CT scan as you suggested at my last review with you.  
You should be aware that I take your initial surgery as highly skilled, and subsequent care as commendable.  You have arranged for regular 6-monthly reviews, and consequent colonoscopies, or CT Scans, since the initial surgery.  Because at each review, you recommended the appropriate medical check, and arranged an appointment for a subsequent review in about 6 months, I assumed that this pattern was set and would continue.  I hope this is the case.
I was a little surprised therefore to receive, what seemed like a circular letter, reminding me of the importance of vigilance, and suggesting that I arrange a colonoscopy.  I was of the belief that my 6-monthly meetings with you were an effective means of vigilance, and that you would suggest any procedures that were necessary.  At our previous meeting you suggested I arrange a CT scan for Feb., which of course I did.  I believe we discussed the reason for this instead of a colonoscopy, such as you had carried out previously.  I sensed that you would recommend either procedure in some alternating pattern.  Hence I was a little perplexed to receive the letter that arrived a week before the scheduled CT scan, suggesting that I arrange a colonoscopy.
Please understand that I am completely happy with your skills, recommendations, and care, and if you wish me to arrange a colonoscopy at this time, I certainly will.  (naturally I want to know if things are going well or not in my colon).  However I would prefer to remain on a system of regular (6-monthly?) reviews, at which you recommend the appropriate inspection procedure.
