Dear Sir /Madam
I write with regard to what seems to me to be an anomaly in the clearway times along the route I take to the University of Melbourne.  (Along High street from Harp unction East Kew, through Kew Junction, Studley Park Rd, and Johnston St, as shown in the attached map.

I have every respect for the need to have clearways, in view of the traffic density at peak periods.  However as a Doctor of Science and practising physicist, I have a strong aversion to illogical decisions.  I therefore seek an explanation for the apparent anomaly explained in the following.

Along High St East Kew and Kew, the morning clearway (no standing) period lasts until 10 am. Immediately one crosses the Yarra river, and along Johnston St, the restriction is lifted at 9.30 am.  This allows parking in the bus lane after 9.30 am, and effectively reduces the traffic to a single lane.

The distance from Burke Rd to Nicholson St is approximately 8 km.  In mid peak-period this might take more than 30 minutes.  In practice, leaving Burke Rd at about 9 am, it takes between 20 and 30 minutes.

Now here is the anomaly:

The cohort of motorists that arrives at Johnston St at 9.30 am, (when parking restrictions no longer apply) would have left Burke Rd at about 9.10 am. My logic therefore says that if the traffic level at Johnston St. has eased sufficiently by 9.30 am to allow parking there, there seems to be no logical reason why the restrictions should remain in force in High St. Kew later than 9.30 am. In reality one could argue that restrictions could be lifted earlier.  

I would appreciate an explanation as to why this anomaly exists, and why it is allowed to persist.
