I have read the preparation instructions for the colonoscopy (Feb. 9, 2011), and have some fears.   The first colonoscopy was done at Melbourne Private following the discovery that I was anaemic.  Preparation for this was done in hospital, and involved (as does your prescription) drinking 2 litres of liquid.  Halfway through this ordeal I had a serious panic attack.  Because of this, the subsequent preparation that was used last year, required less liquid, and was undertaken as an overnight patient.  

Because of this previous bad experience, and the fact that I live alone, I wonder whether you would be willing to recommend that the preparation be undertaken as an overnight inpatient once again.  

I would also like to know under what conditions, and at what stage I should reduce the recommended regimen of laxative and fibre.
