Dear Ms Bakras,

Thank you for your letter of December 11, listing the settlement of my insurance claim.  I believe the figures are satisfactory.  Also thank you for taking action on this claim after it sitting unattended for so long.

However, as I mentioned by telephone, I have not decided whether or not to purchase replacement pistols.  Certainly I would not replace all four.  The reason for this is that their theft has left me quite traumatized, and in my present frame of mind I am not inclined to store such items in my house, nor even to replace them.
